Network Installation Guide

For NetBios and TCPIP Protocols

Using A Windows NT PC as the License (Security) Server

This document should be given to the person responsible for installing Activity Analyzer® on the network and setting up the appropriate client security server on a Windows NT machine.  This document covers installation on networks using the NetBios, or TCP/IP protocol. It assumes that the person performing the installation has Administrative rights on the network.  The following steps should be taken for proper installation and use of the system.

The netHASP License Manager for a Windows NT or 2000 file server is LMSETUP.EXE.  The license manager controls all access to Activity Analyzer.  The license manager receives one request for permission when Activity Analyzer is started from a workstation.  After it receives the request, the license manager searches the Red HASP key (where the license is stored) for permission.  The license manager returns the answer to Activity Analyzer, which then either lets the user into the application or rejects the request.  

The best location for the Red HASP key and the License Manager is on a file server which is up and running all of the time.  The latest version of the License Manager (LMSETUP.EXE) is located on the Activity Analyzer installation CD in the “\Goodies\HASP\Windows NT License Manager” directory.  If you have our annual support package, you can check the support area of our website for a newer version of this License Manager.  This may be necessary when a new version (service pack) of NT or Windows 2000 has recently been introduced and installed. 

Setting up Activity Analyzer:

1. Follow the installation instructions in the Reference Manual (beginning of section 2) to load the software onto the file server.  Other than which drive to install onto, there is no difference between a single-user installation and a network installation.  This step should be performed from a workstation and installed onto a network drive on the file server.

Setting up the License Manager:

2. After installation, determine which PC on the network will act as a security or License Server.  This can be a file server or workstation onto which the red HASP (hardware security) key will be placed.  Because file servers are up and running all of the time, you may want to install it on a file server.

3. Attach the red HASP (hardware) key to the parallel port of the network Security Server (see step 2).

4. Copy the latest version of License Manager from the installation CD (“\Goodies\HASP\Windows NT License Manager”) to the \AAw50\ directory on the file server where Activity Analyzer was installed.  

5. Click on the Start menu option on the Windows Taskbar and then click on the “Run” menu option.
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From the “Run” window, click on the Browse button and find the LMSETUP.EXE program in the Activity Analyzer directory on the file server.   When the program appears in the “Open” field in this window, click on the “Ok” button to run the License Manager setup program.

7. Follow the setup instructions.  

· If you are installing the License Manager and Red Hasp key on a file server, you will want to select the “Service - Install NetHASP License Manager as a Windows NT service” option when it is presented.

· When asked if you want to install the HASP Device Driver, answer “Yes”.

· When asked if you wish to start the License Manger Service now, answer “Yes”.

· Click on Finish at the end to complete the installation.
8. The Activity Analyzer application uses a configuration file titled CONFIG.FPW.  Modify the CONFIG.FPW as directed below.  You will find this configuration file in the main directory where Activity Analyzer was installed (i.e. g: \AAW50).  You can use Notepad or another tool to modify this file.

This configuration file assumes:

1. Each workstation has at least 20 megabytes of free hard disk space.  This setup forces all of the temporary files which are created during a session to be created on the workstations local hard drive instead of the network drive.  A local hard drive will typically be faster than a network drive.  This also removes some of the temporary storage requirements from the file server and reduces the network traffic.  If you run out of temporary storage space while in the Activity Analyzer®, you will need to make more room on your local hard drive. 

2. Users have read/write access to all Activity Analyzer directories.
