Workstation Installation Instructions

This document assumes that Activity Analyzer and any add-on modules were already installed, from a workstation, onto the file server.  These instructions also assume that the License Manager was installed on the computer with the Red HASP key and that the License Manager window is up and running on that computer (usually a file server). 

To load the Workstation software:

The Workstation installation updates the Windows directory with the appropriate files necessary for the PC to run Activity Analyzer.    Here are the steps:

1. On the workstation, place the Activity Analyzer CD into the CD-ROM drive or DVD drive.

2. Click on the Start menu option on the Windows Taskbar and then click on the “Run” menu option.
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From the “Run” window, click on the Browse button and find the Setup.Exe program on the Activity Analyzer CD-ROM.   When the program appears in the “Open” field in this window, click on the “Ok” button to run the Activity Analyzer Setup program.
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4. The Activity Analyzer Setup screen (shown below) will appear.  From the main Activity Analyzer Setup screen, click on the Workstation button and follow the instructions.  

Tip:  No other program or toolbar should be activity during the installation process.

5. After completing the workstation installation, click on the “Close” button and exit the setup program.

Installing the HASP device driver (HINSTALL.EXE) on the workstation:

In order for the workstation to find the Activity Analyzer software license, (which should have already been installed on a file server or workstation), you must first install the HASP device driver onto the workstation.  Doing so allows the workstation to talk to the License Manager on the network (usually installed on the file server).  

1. Copy the HASP device driver installation program (HINSTALL.EXE) from the “\Goodies\HASP directory on the Activity Analyzer CD-ROM to the Activity Analyzer directory on the server.  If you have an Annual Support Package, you may want to check our website for a more current version.  If HINSTALL.EXE already exists in the \AAw50\ directory, overlay the old HINSTALL.EXE with this one.

2. Click on the Start menu option on the Windows Taskbar and then click on the “Run” option.

3. From the “Run” window, click on the Browse button and find the HINSTALL.EXE program in the Activity Analyzer directory on the server.   When the program appears in the “Open” field in this window, insert a space after the program and then add “-i” (“i” is for installation) after. Click on the “Ok” button to run the HINSTALL installation program.

4. After the HINSTALL.EXE program has completed successfully you will need to reboot your workstation PC.

5. You are now ready to run Activity Analyzer.
